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A tour of cute

8 Cotswold villages
and inviting shallow valleys,
starting from the ‘Venice of
the Cotswolds’.

Start

From car park turn R. Take
next R onto High Street. At
church, turn R on hedge-lined
path. Turn L along road to A429.
Turn R and cross; turn R on other
side. After 90m, go L through
gate. Follow river into Lower
Slaughter, sticking with it as it
curves L. At road by bridge, cross
over in same direction. Stick to
river, on L, to the old mill. Go L
after mill and follow footpath by
river. Go through gate into fields.
In third field go downhill to
footbridge and follow path L
uphill into Upper Slaughter.

3.7km/2Y4 miles

Turn L at road. Turn R at road
junction. Turn L by bench. Path
bends R. Go through gate then
uphill. Another gate, then path
descends. Pass cottage, R, and into
woods. Continue in same direction
when track meets lane. At road,
turn L and cross. After 300m turn
R (past cottages, not on Tarmac).
Go through gate into field and stick
to L, uphill. Go through gates
aiming for farm buildings. Go
through farmyard and L onto track
to reach road. Cross road, go
through gate and turn R, by ‘WW'
signpost. Stick to R of field, by
walliroad. Go over stile, cross track,
through three gates, past a farm
(not on map). One more gate, turn
L onto track and downhill on WW.
When track bends L, continue
downhill into trees. Then into

fields. After blue waymarker, go
into trees and through gate,
downhill towards Naunton. Go
through gates to road. Turn L. At
T-junction, Black Horse is on L.

9km/5¥%, miles

Cross road, up drive and over
footbridge. Go through gate and
uphill to road. Turn R. After 90m
cross and follow Gustav Holst
Way (GHW). Go downbhill, over
stile and into valley. Cross stream
and through gate, heading L to
follow valley bottom. Go over stile
and along valley for 10 minutes.
A gate leads to lane. Go straight
over (now on Windrush Way, and
GHW). Go over small hill, then stile
and continue on valley bottom.
Go over two stiles and gate. At
fork take R, going uphill (still on
GHW) between gorse bushes. Go
through gate and keep L in field.
Downhill and into woods.

12.8km/8 miles
Follow clear path. Emerge

into field. Go through Aston Farm
and ignore first L. Take second L
up track between hedges. Go
through field, cross track and over
stile. Look for path down middle
of field. Go through trees and
kissing-gate. Follow field to gate
through conifers. Turn L and
across A436. Just after bridge
turn R into Lansdowne Road.
Follow road to High Street.
